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ABSTRACT:
I intend to stress the theme that programming languages, starting with Algol 60, introduced a notion of type related to PM that has steadily worked its way deep into the design philosophy of programming languages and into the logics that are used in CS to reason about them.
The programming logics arising from CS are distinct from those originating in mathematics and logic because they must deal with partial functions.
